
Dear Parents & Guardians,
On the November 8 general election ballot, the Peshtigo School District is 
seeking $39.95 million to expand and renovate the existing Middle High 
School to include new mechanical equipment, additional classrooms, 
and address safety and security.

93% of respondents to a recent community survey supported a referendum 
that prioritizes repairing the existing infrastructure, addresses safety, and 
updates spaces to meet the educational needs of students, so long as the 
tax impact was considered. This plan does both!
